Psalms 109 – 110
One commentator has ventured to speak of  Psalm 109 as “a pitiless hate, a refined and insatiable malignity.” David curses his enemies who “repaid evil for good, and hatred for my love.” (109:5) He prays to be delivered from those who, “when they see me, wag their head.” (109.25) Within the New Testament, Peter identifies the chief adversary of David as prefiguring Judas. (Acts 1.20) Thus Peter gives us the key to understanding this psalm as speaking of Jesus’ betrayal, trial, and crucifixion.
Swiftly upon the heels of this imprecatory psalm a victory psalm rushes onto the stage. The Father will defeat the enemies of His Son completely. How will the Father accomplish this impressive victory. The Son will act as a priest, sacrificing Himself. Through this act, enemies will be shattered. 

Sermon

“Peace on earth among men of good will.” (Luke 2:14) Is that just a fool’s dream? President Obama said in his recent Nobel speech: “We will not eradicate violent conflict in our lifetime . . . (because) evil does exist in the world.” Until evil is defeated and enemies cease, there will be no universal peace on earth.
This is why Psalms 109 & 110 are so significant for the Christmas season and the Christmas message. David, in Psalm 109, pleads with God for victory over his enemies. Then in Psalm 110, David is assured that God will defeat all his enemies. How? Through the future Messiah who will be a Priest forever. 
 C. S. Lewis writes in Mere Christianity: “Enemy occupied territory – that is what this world is. Christianity is the story of how the rightful king has landed, you might say landed in disguise, and is calling us all to take part in a great campaign of sabotage. When you go to church you are really listening in to the secret wireless from our friends: that is why the enemy is so anxious to prevent us from going.”

The prince of this word (Mr. Red Pants) thinks he has us. He twists us in knots with sin and guilt. Jesus says, “Everyone commits sin is a slave of sin.” (John 8.34) That is all of us. The nature of human nature is selfishness. We can’t help ourselves. We sin and then we have to live with the guilt. 

Hebrews 7.26-27: It is fitting that we should have such a high priest, holy, innocent, undefiled, separated from sinners and exalted above the heavens; who does not need daily, like those high priests, to offer up sacrifices, first for His own sins, and then for the sins of the people, because He died once for all when He offered up Himself.

Also, the devil uses death to taunt us and make our lives an extended exercise in an attempt to escape death, or, at least, delay it. We experience grief at the death of others. We experience fear at the thought of our own death.

Hebrews 2.14-15: Since then the children share in flesh and blood, He Himself likewise also partook of the same, that through death He might render powerless him who had the power of death, that is, the devil; and might deliver those who through fear of death were subject to slavery all their lives. 

This ol’ world will never have universal peace. Ol’ Red Pants will see to that. He will keep stirring up human nature to do what it does best – be selfish. And people will act from their worst nature when they act out of fear. But individuals all over the world will experience unlimited peace in Jesus, the rightful king who has come to defeat sin and death.
